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PROCEDURES AT REHEARSALS & PERFORMANCES

e  On arrival, check in with House Managers in the lobby.

e [tis important that dancers be present at ALL rehearsals.
Attendance at each rehearsal will be taken. Rehearsing
onstage and becoming familiar with their surroundings and
backstage stations are essential.

e  Per my agreement with BABSON, all rehearsals are closed.
Do not plan to drop by and observe rehearsals as only
authorized staff are allowed past the front desk.

NO EXCEPTIONS!!

e  Although every student is unique and special, all theater
policies and regulations apply to all students.

e Dancers sit in assigned locations with their back-stage
moms. Dancers are dismissed immediately following their
run-thru and are brought to the outer lobby for pick-up.

e Ifnecessary, each class will have an at-home mom who will
contact the other parents to update them with the
approximate pick-up time. This will eliminate excessive
waiting for dancers and parents.

e All performers remain backstage during the entire concert

with assigned supervisors. NO EXCEPTIONS!!

e All Medfield and Newton dancers participate in the finale.
e For all the new students and parentBiease be assured

e Dancers and backstage moms must remain backstage during

all performances. The backstage entrances will be secured
and no one will be allowed in or out during the concert.

e  After the final curtain, dancers will be brought to specific

locations to meet their parents. Pick up locations will be

posted in the lobby. It is essential to have only one parent
